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In Matthew's gospel, Jesus describes
what will happen on the Day of
Judgement.

¢ The Sheep are seen as the good
people and the Goats as bad. The
King (God) explains that what people

do for each other, they also do for
him.

n this Parable, Jesus is preparing his
followers for the end of time, when all
people will be judged by God
according to the way they have lived
heir lives.

Christians should always look after
hose who are less fortunate than
hemselves, this is what God wants.
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The word ‘prodigal’ means wasteful.

This parable is about a forgiving
father.
This parable teaches us that everyone

is important to God. (God’s love is
unconditional)

The son makes mistakes, but the
father is able to forgive him.
People can make mistakes.
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This parable teaches that evergthmg is
important to God.

Jesus called himself the Good
Shepherd, if the people follow him
they would be safe, like the sheep
were safe when they were with their
shepherd.

A good shepherd was always ready to

fight any enemy and would even give
his life for his sheep.
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People who listen to Jesus are like
different types of soil.

Like the seed, which only grows in
good soil, the word of God will only

spread in a person who lives their life
in a 'Kingdom of God’ lifestyle.
