cold blooded, which means
their bodies are the same
temperature as the air or
water around them. They lay
in the sun to warm up and go
into the water to cool down.
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There are nearly 5000 ' i g

different species of frogs.

They can be found in nearly

every climate, all around the
world, except for Antarctica.

Some of the most common
species include Wood Frogs,
Darwin’s Frog, the Poison
Dart frog and the Goliath
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Adult frogs lay
hundreds of tiny
eggs, covered in a

jelly like material.
The jelly covered
eggs are called
frogspawn. The
jelly has a terrible
taste, which protects
the eggs from being
eaten by predators.




 [image: image5.png]The eggs hatch mto
tadpoles. Tadpoles
have gills, like fish,
so they can breathe
under water. They

have a big head and

a long tail. Many
tadpoles will be B
eaten by predators |
including fish and
water beetles.




 [image: image6.png]After a few weeks the
tadpoles grow legs, their
bodies start to shrink,
and they start looking

like little frogs.
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The tadpole’s tail
shrinks and
disappears, the
lungs develop, so

the frog can
breathe air, and the
back legs grow.
Our tadpole has
changed into a

frog!
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Frogs are carnivores,

they eat meat. Small
frogs eat insects mcludmg \
flies, mosquitoes,
dragonflies and moths.

Bigger frogs eat larger
insects like worms and
grasshoppers. Some
large frogs may eat small
snakes, mice, baby turtles
and other frogs.
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Frogs have long, sticky tongues. They can sit very still for a
long time, when an

insect flies past the

frog flicks out it’s

tongue and wraps it
around its prey. The
tongue is then snapped
back into the frogs
mouth and throws the
food down its throat.




 [image: image10.png]Frogs have very
powerful back legs
that help them jump
great distances.

Some frogs can jump
up to 20 times their
own body length!
The back legs also
end in webbed feet
which helps the frog
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Many animals consider
frogs to be a tasty treat.
Some of their most
common predators

include birds, fish and
reptiles. Humans are also
a problem for frogs.
Water pollution can
poison frogs, and building
roads and houses
destroys their habitat.




 [image: image12.png]Frogs have developed ways to
escape or stay out of the way of
many predators.

fingers and toes, these frogs are
great at climbing trees to stay
away from threats. Other frogs
camouflage themselves to blend
in with their environment.
