Shakespeare was born in 1564 in Stratford,
England. Records show that he was baptised on
April 26th and since most children were baptised
3 days after their birth many people think William
was born on April 23rd.




[image: image4.png]Shakespeare's father was
an important man in
Stratford. He was a
council member in the
town and a successful
businessman. He made
gloves and purses from
leather. William's mother,
Mary Arden, came from a
rich family and she
inherited most of her
father's land when he
died.

Shakespeare probably
attended King's New
Grammar School in
Stratford though
there is no real proof. £
He would have been
taught Latin, basic
reading and writing.
It is unlikely that
Shakespeare went
on to study at a
University.

On November 28th 1582,
William married Anne
Hathaway. She was 8
years older than
Shakespeare. Their first
daughter, Susanna, was
born the following year.
In 1592, Anne gave birth
to twins - Hamnet and
Judith. Shakespeare's son
Hamnet died in 1596, he
was 11 years old.




[image: image7.png]We know very little
about Shakespeare's
life between 1585
-1592. Most people
assume he travelled to
London to learn how to
act on the stage. By
1592 we know he was an
established actor. He
would travel to
Stratford to visit his
family.
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His Firs? Plays
Records from 1592 show
us that Shakespeare had {?\
already written and .
performed a number of
popular plays including
Henry VI, The Comedy of

Errors and Titus
Andronicus. He
performed with a group
called Pembroke's Men.
They performed regularly
for the court of Queen
Elizabeth I.




[image: image9.png]In Elizabethan times
playwrights were not
considered to be serious
authors but poets were seen
differently! Williams's patron,
the Earl of Southampton,

The Globe Thea‘rr‘e was
built in 1598. It was
built using materials
from the original
theatre where
Shakespeare and the

Chamberlain's Men
performed. It could
hold 1500 people with
another 1500 outside.
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We know that
Shakespeare wrote
at least 37 plays.
Some of the most
popular and his most
famous are Romeo

and Juliet, Hamlet,
King Lear, A
Midsummer Night's
Dream and Macbeth.
